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ATutor 1.1 Release


On March 13th, the LDRC released its fully functional ATutor (Version 1.1).  ATutor--a FREE resource--is an adaptive learning environment and a Web-based course-authoring tool. The primary purpose of ATutor is to create an environment that meets the skills and preferences of each individual learner. It is an accessible learning environment that is adaptable to a diverse range of skills and abilities. ATutor 1.1 includes many new features. Some of these include:


Import and Export Tools: These tools allow instructors to copy and/or move entire courses. 


Custom Course Look and Feel: This tool permits each instructor to modify the appearance of ATutor according to his/her personal preferences.


Test/Survey Builder: This set of tools allows instructors to create test or quizzes with a variety of question types. Results can be exported in a standard CSV format to be imported into common spreadsheet applications, or databases.


Feedback: Feedback is provided after every executed function, to inform users of the outcome of an operation, and actions they might take.
